Helen Davies Is the Branch Chair of Barnet UNISON and a 

practicing social worker in Adults Services. She is currently on 

the SGE and have consistently argued for UNISON to step up its 

efforts to secure Equal Pay for Council workers nationally and 

across London. She is also involved in the Regional London 

Weighting Campaign to increase the allowance to Council 

workers recognizing the increased costs of living and working in 

London. She has been part of a leadership team in the branch 

which was one of just 3 branches nationally to meet the threshold for being able to take 

strike action in the National Pay ballot. Barnet UNISON is currently in the middle of an 

Equal Pay Campaign where they hope to win justice for hundreds of careworkers and 

council workers. They are also pursuing a dispute to recover holiday payments for 

overtime and unlawfully taken from hundreds of workers in the Council and in The 

Barnet Group. When the Far Right announced a demo in Finchley in Summer 2024 to 

attack a law firm advising migrants, Helen was key in calling a counter protest through 

Stand Up To Racism which brought over 3,000 anti racists to Finchley and ensured the 

far right failed to organize their protest.

democratic UNISON. She has served as Branch Chair, 

Branch Secretary and now Joint Union Secretary of 

Lambeth UNISON. She is a library worker and Shop

Councils) to establish a London-wide campaign to rebuild 

Council services. Since becoming a rep in the library 

service, she has won several campaigns and strikes 

against cuts and for higher pay and conditions. In 2020 she was one of the workers 

forced to take section 44 action, walking out of work to stop unsafe working 

conditions.
